Though it has been common practice to install shunts on the negative conductor, it
is not required. Shunt(s) can be installed on the positive or negative conductor(s) of
the circuit - see the full manual for details.

After wiring, tighten the ReadyShunt terminal connector screws to 5 in-lb (0.56 N-m)

of torque. Connect the battery to power the host device-shunt block system.
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
